1. VENUE:
1.1 The venue is off the Babylon Yacht Club in the general area of Babylon and West Islip, NY.

3. ELIGIBILITY:
3.1 This series is open to member owned yachts.
3.2 This is a non-Spinnaker series.
3.3 Spinnaker dominated boats may apply for redress handicap.

4. ENTRIES: Competitors may enter by checking in with the Race Committee at the start line.
5. START SEQUENCE: 5 minute Rule 26.
6. RULES: The event will be governed by the rules as defined in the current The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).
7. TIME LIMIT:
7.1 A three hour time limit shall apply for each race.
7.2 Any boat not finishing within 45 minutes of the finish time of the first will be scored Time Limit Expired (TLE), number of
boats finishing within the time limit plus 1. This changes RRS 35, A4.1 & A5.
8. SKIPPER’S MEETING: On the T-Dock, prior to RC departure.
9. SCORING:
9.1 Daily Scoring: The Lo-Point scoring system, Appendix A2 of the racing rules will apply.
9.2 Series Championship: Each yacht's total score will be the sum of her scores for all races, less throw out.
9.3 Throw Outs: There will be one throw out score for three races run.
10. COURSES: Courses will be as designated in the Yearbook and website, or as designated on the RC Boat
11. PRIZES: Prizes will be awarded post race.
12. BERTHING: Available at the BYC dock or launch areas on a first-come-first-serve basis.
